Ask people to contact you before they go shopping
so youdon’tend up with 30 bars of soap & 5 bottles
of shampoo!

#2 Skip A Movie For Missions

Get people tofigure up the amount of money thatit
would costthem to take theirfamily tothe movie.
Then ask them if they would be willing to skip the
movie & donate that amount of money toyour
mission fund.

& a drink would costin your community.
Explainthe trip & the fundraiserto the customer.
Askifthey would be willing to skip the movie & be a
part of you mission trip.

#3 Ironman Contest

your fund raising. Hold an Ironman contestin which
several men have arace to see whocan iron the
most shirts the fastest. Have the wives be their
coaches & make a trophy for the winner. Have
peopleinthe audience pledgeacertainamount of
money pereach shirt thata certain participantirons.

Ask
someone tokeep arunningcommentary on the
contestants duringthe action.

Get judges & have them judge on things like
completed shirt, creases on sleeves & overall
crispness of shirt. Forthe trophy, goto a garage sale
or thriftstore & buy an oldiron.

Mount it ona block of wood. Spray paintit gold.
Collectthe moneywhenitisall over.



#4 Memorize-A-Thon

Here is a fund-raiserthat has spiritual benefits as
well as financial ones. Getall the peopleinyour
small group or team to committo memorize as
many scripture versesasthey can in one week. Have
people find sponsors who are willing to pay thema
certain amountfor each scripture they memorize.
Have a get-togetheratthe end of the week & have
each team or small group member recite the verses
theylearned.

Explainyourtrip & how thisfund-raiser works at
each house. Write onthe egg with permanent
markeras a reminderif they don'tchoose to crack it.

#6 Mary Kay, Avon or Arbonne

Sometimesyou can work deals with Mary Kay, Avon
or Arbonne representatives to help themselltheir
products. Call local representatives to see what you
can sell & how much you can make off of each
product.

Setupa time to
meetwiththem sothat they can explain their
productto you so youwill be knowledgeablewhen
sellingit.

Seta timetoendselling & collect money fromyour
customers & yourrep. Be friendly & remember
whomyou are representing.

#7 Drive-In Movie Night

Projecta movie onthe side of your church & have a
drive-in movie. People can watch fromtheircars in
the parkinglot. Acceptdonationsonly. Charging
admissionisaviolation of the copyright law.

Amount you can expectto raise:

$150- $300

How to make it happen:

Check with the neighbors around the church to see if
the noise will be a problem. Hangthe sheets on the
side of the building to make a screen toshow the
movie on. Set up a stand of some kind to collect
money as people enter. To make alittle more
money, sell popcorn orother snacks.



#8 The Infamous Support Letter

Compile alist of everyone you know. Type aletter
tellingthem whatyou are doing this spring.
Remembertoinclude the 5most important
guestionswho, what, when, where & why. Tell them
who to make the donations outto & where to send
it.

#9 Bigger & Better Hunt

Put yourteam or small group inteams & give them
each a penny. The teams then have a certainamount
of time totrade whatthey have forsomething
bigger & better.

One hour plus the time you would spend havinga
garage sale or auction.

Amount you can expectto raise:

How to make it happen:

The team or small group meets at a central location
forinstructions. Divide themintoteamsof3or4 &
give eachteama penny.

Thengive the teams an hour to go from house to
house tryingtotrade what they have for something
bigger & better.

Afterthe teams have met up again, the team with

the biggest & bestitem wins & all of the items
collected are used fora garage sale orauction.

#10 Penny Drive
Go door-to-doorinyourneighborhood collecting
pennies & other coins.

Items needed:

Q Jars for the coins
O Nametags foreveryoneinyourgroup

Time required:

2 hours

Amount you can expectto raise:

$25-5100

How to make it happen:

Give each personinthe group a nametag.

Have people inyourgrouptravel in groups of two or
more.

Going door-to-doorto explain what
you are doing & ask for loose change.

Cookies may be
ordered fordifferent holidays, so this time
may be divided.

Amount you can expectto raise: $25-5100

How to make it happen:

Start taking orders a couple weeks beforeyou plan
to start making & delivering cookies. Sell the cookies
for 75 centseach & 25 centsextrato have it
delivered. Make the cookies BIGso that they are
worth the money. Be sure to have a calendar
specifically forthis eventsothatyou can keep close
track of whenevery orderistogo out. (Birthday's
can easily be forgotten.). Wrap the cookiesin plastic
wrap or Zip-Lock bags to keep them fresh. Make sure
to guarantee that the cookies will be delivered on
time or their money back.

#13 Recycle
Have a can & bottle drive.

arrange to pick them up. Take themto a redemption
center & collectyourrefund.

#14 Valentine Balloons or Flowers

Selling helium balloons orflowers can be a great
fundraiseraround Valentine's Day.

Time required: 2 hoursforblowingupballoons-1
hour fordelivery

Amount you can expectto raise: $25-5100

How to make it happen:

Take orders 3 weeks priorto the holiday.

Make arrangements withalocal balloon shop to
supply you with balloons at wholesale prices (or
maybe even at cost) &/orflorist. Each person
orderinga balloon or flowers should fill out an order
card with the name, address, & phone number of
the balloonrecipient, &the seller'sname. Leave a
space on the otherside of the card for a message
fromthe sendertotherecipient.

The customerthen pays forthe balloon & returns
the card to the seller. Collectall the cards several
days before Valentine's Day & group them by
geographicareas.



#15 Sell Seasonal Items

Sell Christmas cards, forexample. Getavariety of
kinds (funny, serious, cards with scripture verses) so
that theyappeal toa wideraudience.

Time required: 2 days(onefordoor-to-doorsales,
one for delivery)

How to make it happen:

Get a product or a catalog of the product you are
selling. Go door-to-doorto show your product &
take orders. Be sure to tell each personyoutalk to
exactly whatyou are raising money for. Be sure to
tell the buyershow longitwill be before theirorder
comesin, if you have to orderit. Be prompt. Deliver
it as soonas yougetit.

#16 GranolaParty

Have your team or small group get together & have
a party where they getto make theirown granola.
Find a recipe thatincludes lots of good stuff like
nuts, banana chips, carbo chips, coconut, grains,
honey, etc. Make it in mass quantities & then bagit
& sellit. You could also make jam, dried fruit, etc.
Items needed:

O Ingredientsforgranola

O Mixingbowls, spoons, etc.

U Plasticbagsto putitin

U Labelsforthe bags of granola

Time required: 3 hours

Amountyou can expecttoraise: $25-$100

How to make it happen:

Decide onthe recipe thatyou are goingto use.

Consider hostingone
weekly before church.

Make & hang signs &/orsendinvitationsto
advertise.

Bake cookiesthe night before. Setuptables &
chairs & a few decorations.

Serve yourguests & play soft musicto make it as
comfortable as possible. Thisis alsoa good
opportunity to share more about your trip.

#18 Make & Sell

Make & sell thingslike Bible or book covers,
woodwork, printed note pads, dolls, stuffed animals,
etc.

Time required: 1 week

Amountyou can expecttoraise: $25-5100

How to make it happen: Decideonthe product(s)
you are going to make.

Make a sample toshow people & then take orders.
If at all possible, make them as soon as you get the
ordersincase the customerisusingit as a gift.
Thisis a good fundraiseraround Christmas.



#19 Lunch Break Sales
Setup a stand at school & sell things during lunch:
cookies, doughnuts, etc. Items needed:

U Whateveryouare goingtosell
O Small bills & coins for making change
O Asmalltable &a chair

Time required: 30 minutes each day yousell
Amount you can expectto

raise:

$25-$100
How to make it happen:
Get permission from your principalto sell.
Advertise with smallsignsinthe halls & onlockers.
Setup 5 to 10 minutes ahead of time. It might be
helpfultogeta friendto helpyou.

#20 Door-To-Door Car Wash

Thisworks just like aregular car wash only instead of
the car findingyou, youfind the car. Also, you can
use the owners'water.

Time required: 30 minutes percar

Amount you can expect to raise: $25-5100 per every
10 cars washed

How to make it happen:

Give each participantinyour small team a bucket,
and sendthemoutin groups of three or four.
Knock on the doors & tell them about the trip you
are raising money for & then offerto wash their
car(s) for a set fee. Make sure that they know that
you are usingtheirwater. Be sure to doa goodjob
& not to leave amessinthe driveway.

#21 Coupons For Missions
Get people todonate the moneythattheysavedina
week by using coupons. Items needed:

O None

Time required: 20 minutes
Amount you can expectto raise: $25-5100

How to make it happen:

Declare a certain week "Coupons for Mission Week."
Get all participants to pledge to contribute to your
projectall the money the save that week with
grocery coupons.

#22 Business Eco-Bucks

Talk to several businesses about saving their
aluminum cans, plasticbottles, etc. & donatingthem
to yourcause. Set a recyclingbox somewhere inthe
business & planto empty the box & deliverthe
contentsto the appropriate recyclingcenterona
regularbasis.

Items needed:

O Recyclingboxes

Time required: 30minutes foreachtime youempty
the boxes

Amount you can expect to raise: $25-$100

How to make it happen:

Meet with store managers & business owners to sell
your project.

Come up witha good strategy for collecting the
materials & deliveringthemtothe appropriate
recycling centers.

#23 Parent's Night Out

Offerone night (orseveral nights) in Decemberfor
parentsto letyou watch theirkids. Thisis a great
chance for parentsto do some Christmas shopping.
Items needed:

Time required: 1hourpreparation -4 hoursbaby
sitting

Amount you can expect to raise: $100-$200

How to make it happen:

Advertise yourevent with signs & posters.
Collectgames &toys forthe kids & geta friend or
twoto helpyouin case there are more kids thanyou
can handle.

Find a few friends to help with babysitting.

Be at the advertised location wellahead of time.
Some parents may be early.

Let the parents know ahead of time how much you
will be charging perhour foreach child. Ortake a
free-will donation.

Be sure to specify the latest time that the parents



can pick up theirkids.

#24 Ministry-A-Thon

Do civicor ministry related work & get people to
sponsoryoufor an hourly rate. Go ministerin
retirementhomes orchildren's hospitals, clean up
around the city, etc.

Items needed:

O Anytrash bags or cleaning suppliesyou
would need

Time required: This could vary dependingonthe job
youdo & the time you are willingto commit.
Amount you can expectto raise: $100-5200

How to make it happen:

Talk to some civicleaders & church membersabout
whatyou are doing & see if they would be willingto
sponsoryou.

Decide on the approximate amount of time you are
goingto spend ahead of time so that your sponsors
can know about how much money they are
investing.

Find somethingtodothatisa good ministry
opportunity &isalso fun. Do your best.

Collect money afterwards. Be honest about how
much time you took.

#25 Door-to-Door Window Wash

Go door-to-doorinyourneighborhood & offerto
wash windows for S5, 10S, or $15 dependingonthe
size of the job. Also, offerto do lawns, clean garages,
or whateverneedsdone.

How to make it happen:

Get yourbucket & go.

Askthemwhat needsto be done & offerthe price
afteryou've seen how bigthe job will be.

Do your best.

Collect money whenthe jobiscompleted.

#26 Doggy Dip
Most petowners hate to wash their pets, so have a

doggy dip. Offerto give peoples petsabathfor a set

fee.

Items needed:

O Several metal orplastictubs
O Extradogleash

U Towels

U Dog shampoo

U Hose

Time required: 2 or 3hours

Amount you can expectto raise: $100-$200

How to make it happen:

Advertise with signs & posters around your
neighborhood. Setupthe metal tubswhere they
are easily seen. Have the owners stand nearbyin
case the dog needsto be calmed.

Wash & dry the pets

Collectthe moneywhenyou are finished.

#27 Christmas Tree Pick-up Service

After Christmas, advertisea pick-up service for
Christmastrees & oversized boxes. Offer to take
themto thedumpfor a flatfee &/or accept
donations.

Items needed:
O Trucks

Time required: 4 hours

Amount you can expect to raise: $100-$200

How to make it happen:

Find some means of disposing of the Christmas
trees. Advertiseyourservice inthe church bulletin,
inyour neighborhood, &/orinthe newspaper

Get some of the people inyourchurch to donate the
use of theirtrucks. Have people call youto arrange
the pick-up of theirtree. Go to each house, collect
the money, & haul away theirtree.



#28 Holiday Art
Put the artisticpeople inthe team orsmall group to

work decorating store windows. Charge aflat rate
&/or accept donations.
Items needed:

U Temperapaint
O Paintbrushes

Time required: 1or2hours perwindow
Amount you can expectto raise: $100-5200

How to make it happen:

Talk to different store owners aboutyourtrip &
presentthem with the idea of decorating the
windows.

If they agree, on a sheet of paper make a sketch of
what you planto painton the window so that you
can get the store ownerto approveit.

Paint neatly & clean up any messesthat you make.
Offertowash the windows afterthe holidays. Collect
the money whenyou are finished.

#29 Metal Money Maker

Your group can collect scrap metal. Call yourlocal
scrap metal yard to see what they are buying. Take
what you have & sell it.

Items needed:

O Scrap metal (sheet metal, aluminum door
frames, radiators, aluminum chairs,
batteries, aluminum carbumpers, copper
tubing & wire, iron, rain gutters, & hot
water heaters)

Time required: 2 hours

Amount you can expectto raise: $100-5200

How to make it happen:

Find out the kind of scrap metal they are buying.
Collectthose specifickinds of metal & deliverthem
to the scrap metal yard. Make sure thatyou have
permission before takingitems.

#30 Singing Valentine

Invite friends and family to secretly purchase a
Valentinefortheirsweetheart the Sunday before
Valentine's Day. On Valentine's Day the team or
small group goesto each house dressedinred &
sings romanticor humorous love songs. Then they
presenta Certificate of Affectiontothe recipient
signed by the secretadmirer. You can also offerto
deliverflowers or candy for an extrafee.

Items needed:

O Certificates
U Flowers(optional)
O Candy(optional)

Time required: 5 to 10 minutes perhouse

Amount you can expectto raise: $100-$200

How to make it happen:

Get a listof songs to sing & start learningthema
couple weeks before delivery.

Take orders at church or overthe telephone.

Make sure that everything stays confidential so that
the surpriseisn'truined.

Deliverthe message & have fun!

#31 Tennis Ball Race

Get people to"buy" a tennis ball fromyou. Then
numbereach ball & dump all the balls down a hill.
The owner of the first ball to the designated finish
line wins asmall portion of the profit. Thisis a great
eventtodo duringa fair.

Items needed:

U Oldtennisballs (Check with yourschool
tennisteamtoseeif they have some that
are tooflat to use that they would be willing
to donate.)

U Afrontendloaderto dumpthe tennis balls,
or a gate to hold the tennis balls fromrolling
downthe hill

O Signs/ postersforadvertising

Time required: 2hoursforpreparation, set-up, &
event

Amount you can expectto raise: $100-5200

How to make it happen:

Collecttennis balls from yourschool, friends, or
sporting goods stores. Advertise. Decide on how the
tennis balls willbe "released" & arrange fora front
endloaderif oneis needed. Sellthe tennis balls the
day of the eventfor$2.00 a piece, (forexample).
Have them numbered ahead of time & give each
buyera numberon a piece of paperto identify hisor
hertennis ball. Ask everyoneto gettheirtennis ball
afterthe eventsothat there aren't stray tennis balls
all overthe neighborhood.



#32 Task Tradin' Tickets

Sell coupons entitling the buyer to an hour of work
fromthe studentseller. You may want to designtwo
tickets - one with a higher purchase price for more
strenuous work or more than one hour of work, &
one with alower price foreasierwork or justan
hour of work. You can list on the tickets the types of
work that can be done.

O Suppliesfordoingthe jobyouare assigned

Time required: unlimited

Amount you can expect to raise: $100-$200

How to make it happen:

Advertise your couponstofriendsand family.
Design some tickets.

Whenyou have sold a ticket, setup a time whenthe
buyerwould like foryouto come & do the work. If
the buyerboughtonly one ticketforone hour of
work, offertosell them another one whenyou finish
your hour. They may be interested if you prove to be
a good worker.

#33 Sunday Sundae Fun

Sell tickets toa Sunday evening of ice cream sundaes
& entertainment. Have avariety of flavors & have
the team or small group entertain.

Items needed:

O Ice cream(chocolate, vanilla, & strawberry)

O Toppings (syrups, sprinkles, nuts, fruits, &
whipped cream)

U Ice creamscoopers

U Bowls & spoons

O Tables & chairs

Time required: 3 hours

Amount you can expectto raise:

$100-$200

How to make it happen:

Askyour local dairy, ice cream shop, or grocery store
if they would be willing to donate the food.

Sell ticketsin advance sothat you know how much
foodto get. Take orders forthe toppings & kind of
ice cream they want & have the team or small group
serve the customers.

#34 Outside-Inside Party

Thisis a great fundraisertodointhe winter.
Decorate a hall or large room so that itlooks like a
park in springtime (plants, artificial turf, garbage
cans, picnictables, "Don't Litter" signs, etc.). Charge
an admission fee ortake donations. Provide hot dogs
& hamburgers & have those attending sign-up to
bringside dishes.

Items needed:

O Large plants(these can be borrowed from
local nurseries or businesses)

O Artificial turf

O Hamburgers & hotdogs

O Drinks

O Picnictables

Time required: 1 week of preparation - 5 hours for
set-up, meal, & clean-up

Amount you can expectto raise:

$150-$300

How to make it happen:

Advertise thiseventforafew weeks beforeitis
scheduled. Startlooking for plants that can be
borrowed & tag each plantwhenitis received so
thatitis easilyidentified & returned tothe correct
owner. Charge admission atthe door &/or sell
ticketsin advance. Have games such as badminton,
croquet, & volleyball after the meal.

Have the guests provide their own plates, forks, etc.



#35 Face Painting

Open a face painting booth at a fair. Charge $1.00
perpicture that they want painted. Kids love this, so
it can be a good fundraiser.

Items needed:

Paintbrushes

Paints or water color pencils

Poster of the pictures available & the prices
Booth (this could just be a table & two
chairs)

Time required: 4 hours

Amount you can expectto raise: $150-S300

How to make it happen:

Get permission from the necessary people tosetup
your booth at the fair. (Thisisa popularbooth, so
ask early or someone may take youridea.)

Set up your booth with a chair foryourself & one for
you customer. Use pencils or paintto draw a small
picture carefully & neatly on the face of your
customer. Collectthe money afteryou have painted
the picture.

#36 Delightful Desserts

Take orders fordesserts. Have people inthe small
group volunteerto make certain desserts. Then
make a list of the choices & give them outin church.
People can place their orders & you can deliver
them.

Items needed:

U Donated baked goods
O List of the goodsforsale
Q Vehicletodeliverwith

Time required: 4 hours

Amount you can expectto raise: $150-S300

How to make it happen:

Decide on which desserts you are goingto offer &
whois goingto committo make each one.

Take orders from family and friends, & tell them
exactly when they can expecttoget;i.e. cookies.
When the dessertis delivered, collect the money.

#37 A A-Thon

Have a bike-a-thon, a pump iron-a-thon, askate-a-
thon, a walk-a-thon, atrash-a-thon, a prayer-a-thon,
bowl-a-thon, etc. Get sponsors to pledge money for
every mile youwalkorride, lift weights, skate, etc.
Seta goal before you talk to your sponsors sothat
they can have an idea of how much they might have
to payinall.

Items needed:

O Bike, skates, weights, etc.
U Sponsorsheets
